Jeroboam said in his 
heart, “Now the 
kingdom will return to 
the house of David…
So the king consulted, 
and made two golden 
calves, and he said to 
them, “It is too much 
for you to go up to 
Jerusalem; behold your 
gods, O Israel, that 
brought you up from 
the land of Egypt.” 
He set one in Bethel, 
and the other he put in 
Dan. 
(1 Ki 12:25-33). 
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Levite from Ephraim goes to 
Bethlehem to get his concubine.



Men of Gibeah (NOT Jebusites) 
rape the Levite’s concubine; 

she dies.



The Levite calls on all the 
leaders to take action.

Two vows:

Anyone who doesn’t show up to 
fight will be killed!



Israel unites before God at Bethel.

Benjamin defends men of Gibeah.



Israel restores tribe of Benjamin.

Now there was a man of 
Benjamin whose name 
was Kish…a mighty man 
of valor. He had a son 
whose name was Saul, a 
choice and handsome 
man, and there was not 
a more handsome 
person than he among 
the sons of Israel; from 
his shoulders and up he 
was taller than any of 
the people.

Samuel said to all the 
people, “Do you see him 
whom the Lord has 
chosen?

…Saul also went to his 
house at Gibeah…But 
certain worthless men 
said, “How can this one 
deliver us?”

WHAT/WHO are these stories about?!

If we had a King, the Levites would be put to their true work.
